PLAYING RULES 2010/11 

1.  RULES OF THE GAME

· All games shall be played to the EN Rules of the Game.

2.  AFFILIATIONS

· All players must be affiliated first claim to their club, HNA and NS.

3.  AGE BANDING

· All players must play within their appropriate age group as at midnight on 31st August/1st September unless the Regional Head of Talent has given prior approval.

U14 = All players must be over 12 years of age and under 14 years of age
U16 = All players must be over 14 years of age and under 16 years of age

Names and ages of players must be registered with the league administrator, on the registration sheet, 2 weeks before their first match. 
Any additional registrations must be with the league administrator before the start of the match in which they will play. They must be on an official registration form and placed in the box on Court 1 prior to the start of the match, if not already sent.

4.  TEAM BENCH

· The Team Bench will be the area at the team’s defending end at the start of the game to the right of the netball posts.  Do not change ends at half time.

· The Team Officials (5), in addition to the five players not on court, shall constitute the ‘Team Bench’.

· The Team Officials and bench players may not move up and down the side lines or along the goal lines outside the court during play.

· Coaching is not permitted during injury time.

· Teams are responsible for providing their own First Aid.

5.  BALLS AND BIBS

· Each team must provide a size five (5) netball in good condition, which must be clearly marked for identification purposes.

· First named team will provide the match ball to be used throughout the match.  The other team will provide a reserve ball.

· All players must wear positional bibs and teams must have a spare set in a different colour in case of a clash of colours.

· In the event of a clash of colours, a toss of a coin between the two captains will decide which team retains their original colours.

6.  SCORING & TIMING

· All games will be played at on the designated dates on the order of play at the allotted time.
· All games will be 1 hour long.  4 x 15 minutes.

· Teams will be responsible for their own scoring and timing.

· Half time will be 5 minutes

· Both teams will provide a competent scorer.

· The first named team will provide a timekeeper.

HNA will consider any extenuating circumstances for delaying the start of the match beyond 15 minutes.

7.  UMPIRES 

· The minimum standard will be Netball Europe C Award.

· It is the team’s responsibility to find a suitable qualified umpire.  Failure to do so will result in forfeiting the points and 10 goals being given to the non-offending team.

8.  RESULTS 

· Both teams must complete a result sheet and email result to the league administrator within 5 days of the match being played.  This can be placed in the results box on court 1 after the match. 
· Failure to do so may result in a loss of 2 points.
· Match points will be awarded as follows:

5 points for a win

3 points for a draw

1 point to the losing team if scoring over 50% of the goals scored by the winning team.

· In the event of a tie on points, goal average will decide final positions (goals for divided by goals against).

· If goal average is tied then goal difference will be applied (the difference between goals for and goals against).

· If goal difference is tied, the result of the group match between the two teams will be the decider.

· In the event of a further tie, the team with the most goals will be adjudged the winner.

9.  CANCELLATION OF MATCHES

· Matches may only be rearranged if there is a clash with a national event. The administrator and opposition should be given a minimum of 2 week’s notice. 

· Any club unable to field a team should notify their opponents and the administrator as soon as possible and will forfeit the game. The opponents shall be awarded 5 points and 20 goals.

· Any complaints must be sent in writing to the chair of HNA and will be dealt with accordingly.
